Walk Trot riders are 8 — 18 as of January 1% of the current show year, and may not compete in any other events.
A Junior is 8 - 13 as of January 1% of the current show year.

A Senior is 14 to 18 years of age as of January 1% of the current show year.

An Adult is 19 and over as of January 1% of the current show year.

Open Beginner W/T/C isopento all RIDERSFIRST YEAR CANTER RIDER ONLY!

All horses that kick must wear ared ribbon in their tail.

Safety isour first concern. Unruly horses and/or people will be asked to leave the show grounds without refund.

Alcohoalic beverages are not permitted on the fairgrounds.

. ASTM Approved helmets must be worn by all participants 19 and under as of January 1% of the current show

year. All riders must wear hard soled shoes with a hedl.

. There will be two stable calls prior to each class. There will be no holds on classes; classes will be closed two

minutes after final call.

Participants are responsible for their own property. 4-H Regal Riders Horse club shall not be held responsible for
any lost, stolen or damaged property.
